located in the southern part of the country. Province center: Dalanzadgad town (575km from Ulaanbaatar 
city). There are high mountains such as the Gobi Gurvan Saihan Mountain, Sevrey, Noyon Bogd, Nemegt 
and Gilbent. This province belongs to the Gobi region. Umnugobi province is the melting pot of tourism in 
Mongolia and its climate is the hottest, too that is above +35-40 C in summer. It is the place where large 
numbers of dinosaur findings are found. The first dinosaur finding in Asia has been found in Umnugobi 
province. Also it is the place where live and “latest dinosaurs” can be seen very often. There are mountain 
sheep, wild goats, wild sheep, leopards, foxes and antelopes as well as various birds including 

mmergeyers, eagles, kites and falcons. la

Day 1 Arrive in Ulaanbaatar (D) 

ome dinner at 
local restaurant "El Latino", featuring Mongolian and Western specialties. Overnight at hotel.  

     Upon arrival in Ulaan Baatar, you will be met at the airport and are transferred to the hotel. Free time at 
hotel. This afternoon city tour includes a visit to the "Genghis or Chinggis" Khaan's main monument in the  
Sukh Bataar square, the National History Museum, where you will see artifacts from Mongolia and Central 
Asia from the Stone Age to the present. Next stop is the beautiful Winter Palace of the last Mongolian Khan, 
who ruled until 1924. Lastly, visit to Zaisan Hill War Memorial visit to get your bearings with a panoramic 
view of the whole city. 18:00-Evening National Performers (concert which includes the Tsam dance, 
traditional Mongolian singers, dancers, Tuvan throat singing and contortionists). Have welc
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Day 2 Gandan monastery-Chinggis Tourist Ger Camp (B, L, D) 

    Breakfast. In the morning, visit Gandan Lamasery, the largest Monastery in Mongolia (80 foot tall statue of 
Buddha, practicing Tibetan Buddhist Lamas), the Buddhist ceremony at 10:00AM and experience the 
Tibetan-Buddhist tradition. Afterward, visit to the Natural Museum, where you will see two complete dinosaur 
skeletons, which were found in the Gobi - the giant flesh-eating Tarbosaurus, 15m tall and four to five tons in 
weight, and the little duck-billed plant-eating Saurolophus , and displays of Mongolia's geography, flora and 
fauna and the Zanabazar Fine Arts Museum, known as one of the best collections of Buddhist art and 
artifacts in the world. Lunch in local restaurant. Afterward, drive to the "Sacred Tuul river Nomad's Valley" 
(55kms/27.5miles)-this is a beautiful valley of streams. There are national gers in beautiful natural locations, 
so it's easy to meet with locals and see their daily lives, interact with them. The river Tuul is one of the 
longest rivers of the country, flowing from the Khentii Mountain Range. The valley of the river has been 
called sacred for centuries by the nomads as they truly respect the nature especially the rivers and the 
surface water. In route, we stop to observe and to take some amazing photos to the 40 meter (~133,3 feet) 
Statue of "Genghis or Chinggis" Khan on a big horse on Tsonjin Boldog Hill is located just ~3kms 
(~1,5miles) to "Chinggis" Tourist Traditional Ger Camp. Free time. Welcome dinner with traditional 
mongolian meal (khorkhog), which is mutton cooked with hot rock and with vegetables, water, potatoes, and 
onion. Overnight in "Chinggis" Tourist Base Ger Camp. Have your first ger camp experience. "Chinggis" 
Tourist Traditional Ger Camp is Highly recommended by "Lonely Planet Mongolia" by the author Michael 
Kohn.  

Day 3 Horseback Exploration (B, L, D) 

    Breakfast. Horseback Exploration to enjoy this amazing scenery of wide-open steppe with rolling hills in 
the background and river. The river Tuul is one of the longest rivers of the country, flowing from the Khentii 
Mountain Range. The valley of the river has been called sacred for centuries by the nomads as they truly 
respect the nature especially the rivers and the surface water. The beautiful valley in summer is often dotted 
with traditional Mongolian gers and offers picturesque sceneries. Visit Nomads along the way and enjoy 
Nomad hospitality. See their daily lives, take water adventures, go trekking, swimming in the Tuul river. 
Overnight in "Chinggis" tourist base camp.  

Day 4 Terelj National Park-Tortoise Rock-Arraybal Temple (B, L, D) 

    Breakfast. Today, we drive to "Terelj" National Park for a walking tour to Turtle Rock and trekking to the 
"Arryabal" Buddhist monastery hidden on the top of the mountain. It is famous for its amazing rock 
formations, pristine alpine scenery and varied bird life. The Terelj National Park incorporates parts of Khenty 
Mountain Range. The forest consists of Aspen, Larch and Birch trees which support wolf, eagles. birds, and 
others animals. Picnic lunch is provided. In the afternoon, drive back to "Chinggis" tourist traditional ger 
cam hery, etc. Dinner and overnight.  p. Free time for mongolian arc

Day 5 Middle Gobi (B, L, D) 

      Breakfast. Drive to Middle Gobi on the way visit ruins of Sum Khukh Burd Temple, one of the few 
monasteries and temples to survive the communist purges in 1930s. Boxed lunch on the way. Next stop is in 
Bagazarin Chuluu. Free time for photo opportunities. We recommend you take a walk around the Bagazarin 
Chuluu. Overnight in tourist ger camp. 

Day 6 Gobi desert- the legendary Flaming Cliffs (B, L, D) 

      Breakfast. Today, we drive to the legendary "Flaming Cliffs"; named for its glowing orange rock that is 
rich with dinosaur fossils in Bayanzad (dinosaur excavation site) to explore the Gobi Dinosaur Cemetery and 
to follow the historic trail of paleontologist / explorer Dr. Roy Chapman Andrews. Overnight in tourist ger 
camp.

 Day 7 Gobi desert-the Largest and the Singing Sand Dunes Hongoryn Els (B, L, D) 

      Breakfast. Drive to the largest sand dunes Hongoryn Els in Gobi desert. It is the biggest sand dunes in 
Mongolia and lasts 200kms and app. 40-50 ms high. Has an extraordinary length of 180 kms and 15-20 m. 
Climb up the towering piles of sand standing hundreds of meters high and later walk along Hongor River. 
Wildlife here includes ibex and gazelle and rare wild camels. Arrive and free time. Overnight in tourist ger 
camp. 

Days 8-9 Camel Safari to the largest sand dunes Hongoryn Els (B, L, D)

Day 11 Ongiin Monastery-Karakorum (B, L, D) 

      Breakfast. This morning, we drive through the grassland toward "Karakhorum", was founded in 1220 at 
the crossroads of the Silk Road. It was the capital of the Mongol Empire until Kublai Khan moved it to 
Beijing. Visitors, such as Marco Polo, described its ornate building, including a 2500 sq. meters Palace of 
Worldly Peace. In 1792 the Monastery still had 62 temples and 10,000 lamas. But in 1930 it became a victim 
of the Stalin's purges. All but three of the Temples were destroyed and most of the monks were either killed 
or sent to Siberia. Today the restoration of the Monastery is the government's top priority. Erdene Zuu 
retains much of its ancient glory and is well worth visiting. Arrive and transfer to the tourist base ger camp.

Day 12 Erdene zuu  Monastery-Ulaanbaatar (B, L, D) 

      Breakfast. This morning, visit "Erdene Zuu" monastery, the Tortoise rock and the men's rock. The 
monastery grounds and several chapels depicts excellent examples of Buddhist iconography dating from the 
sixteenth century. Drive back to Ulaanbaatar. Transfer to the hotel. Afternoon at leisure for some shopping.
